To become a Mason a man must;
> Profess a belief in a Supreme Being.

> Practice high moral standards in life.

> Demonstrate kindness and caring in the home.

> Act courteously in society.

> Demonstrate honesty and fairness in business dealings.

> Seeks for ways to build a better community.

> Tolerant and respectful for the opinions of others. 

> Be kind and understanding of his fellow creatures.
> Practice charity by care of the community through giving and voluntary service.

> Search for truth while requiring high moral standards.

> And strive to achieve those standards in his life.

  Unlike other organizations and fraternities, Freemasonry stands out as being more.  

It stresses brotherly love, tolerance, charity and truth.  It is more of a way of life than being just a member of a fraternity.
  In the Masonic Lodge, like minded men come together in peace and harmony, never allowing divisive subjects to become a part of discussion, such as ones sectarian religious beliefs or political leanings. 
  Many good men start searching for knowledge of Freemasonry long before pursuing the honor of being accepted for the degrees.  This is a commendable thing to do so as to make an educated determination as to whether it is what you want as a way of life.  

  Initiation into Freemasonry should be considered as the official beginning of a lifelong quest for enlightenment and personal efforts for perfection.   I say “efforts for perfection” because we must realize that true perfection for mortal man can never be achieved, but the demonstrated effort brings admiration from other good men and sets an example for them to emulate, and we will gain an inner pride in knowing that we are living a life of respectable character.

  You should be aware before submitting your petition that you will be obligating yourself, with your right hand, a sign of fidelity, on the Holy Writings, Square and Compasses, to keep and protect certain confidential means of recognition,  keeping to pledges of aid and assistance to a worthy brother, his widow and orphans to the best of your ability, to be true to your lodge, the laws, rules and regulations of the Grand Lodge and to the lodge of which you might be a member.

  To be untrue to those vows would be an egregious violation of trust and bring question of your integrity among your brethren.  

  If you are ready to improve yourself through the teaching of Freemasonry and enjoy the brotherhood of man under the fatherhood of God, the Supreme Deity, talk to a Mason and start the process with submission of a petition.  

  But be advised that Freemasonry is not a religion; we are religious in our conduct but we have no religious dogma and offer no means of salvation.  We do however encourage our members to be true to their faith and active in their choice of a place of worship.  We do use passages from the Bible the Holy and pray for God’s guidance but the Masonic Lodge Hall is not, or intended to be, a place of worship.
